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Program Criteria

Standing / Status: Eligible candidates must be deceased, though they need not have
died while serving.

Branch of Service: Eligible military candidates include those having served in Military
Departments as defined under Department of Defense Directive
5100.1 which include Departments of the Army, Navy, and Air Force.

operates under the authority of the Department of the Navy. Eligible
candidates must also be considered Veterans.

Eligible candidates also include individuals of earlier communities who
served the greater Elk Grove area and immigrants to Elk Grove who
served in the armed forces of allied nations during wartime.

Eligible Public Safety personnel include Police Officer and Fire Fighter
candidates that served in Elk Grove as well as personnel who died in
the line of duty.
