Redistricting Process

 California Elections Code section 21600 requires all cities to redistrict after
each Federal decennial census as a basis so that the districts shall be as
nearly equal in population as may be possible

* Redistricting seeks to create districts of roughly even sizes based on total
population. The district boundaries must ultimately be drawn so that
identified “communities of interest” remain together as a voting bloc

* Maps for election district boundaries will be based on the total population
counts from 2020 Census data, and data that comply with federal and state
laws, as adjusted by the California Statewide Database (SWDB)

Proposed Work Model

 City staff will work in conjunction with NDC for presentation of parameters and
requirements for redistricting, NDC will provide demographic analysis of maps.

e City staff will initiate community outreach, workshop opportunities, and
presentation engagements (presenting to groups on request a redistricting
overview and methods to participate and submit maps)

« Community outreach a combination of teleconference and in-person workshop
opportunities

e Targeted outreach would commence end of January, establish schedules for
engagement throughout February, and staff would provide outreach updates at
the regular meetings of February 9, February 23, and March 9.

District Drawing Criteria

 Districts should be geographically contiguous (each district should be one
piece minimizing separations)

e Districts should respect the integrity of local neighborhoods or
communities of interest in a manner that minimizes their division

e District boundaries should be easily identifiable and understandable by
foIIc;wing natural or artificial barriers (rivers, streets, highways, rail lines,
etc.

* Districts should be geographically compact in a manner that nearby areas
of population are not bypassed in favor of more distant populations
